As we all know, healthcare is a
field with limited resources and challenges
with respect to setting priorities. Alejan-
dra Jaramillo, a student in the MSc in
Health Systems Program at the University
of Ottawa, is going to be researching this
particular issue and will be developing a
next generation priority setting tool that
can be applied by healthcare organizations
and stakeholders in order to effectively
launch initiatives and allocate resources.

The research effort will be in-
corporating the use of “health equity” and
the “social determinants of health”, which
has been identified as a current criteria
gap in health research for systematic re-
views. This improved method will build
upon existing frameworks and lead to
more transparent, fair and equitable deci-
sions with respect to research priorities.

The research methodology in-
volves a comparative analysis of priority
setting approaches as well as expert con-
sultations in order to identify new deci-
sion factors and processes that can be
incorporated into the next generation
methodology. Once finalized, the new tool
will be piloted with the Cochrane Muscu-
loskeletal Group using the condition of
Osteoarthritis (OA) to set priorities.

In order to build an effective
priority setting tool, a minimum of 60
stakeholders representing different groups
will be engaged: decision-makers, policy-
makers, researchers, clinicians, patients,
and consumers located globally.
